(31 meters) high.

Amidst al l  of the modern bui ldings, this 
neighborhood has been maintained to preserve 
the atmosphere of an old-fashioned alley.

Several cruise services that depart from and 
arrive at this pier offer boat trips lasting 
from 45 to 90 minutes, with different 
routes that travel along the Sumida River, 
Kanda River, and Tokyo Bay.
